Nominations received after this date and time will be invalid. A nominee must state
on the form his/her willingness to stand for election. Candidates are encouraged to
submit a brief personal statement (not more than 150 words).

If there are more nominations than vacancies then a ballot will be held. Ballot papers
will be despatched on 03 February and must be returned by 3.30pm Friday 07
February at the latest. Ballot papers received after the closing date will not be
counted. Ballot papers will be counted at 9am Monday 10 February.

The term of office of a parent governor is four years from the date of appointment. A
parent governor is not disqualified from continuing in office should his or her child

leave the school before the end of the four year period.
